1)  IT ALL STARTS WITH THE FAFSA!  

The FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) will give you an idea of the kinds of financial aid available to you and how much you can anticipate for college expenses.  Financial aid offices use the information from your FAFSA to determine your eligibility for grants, loans, and work-study programs.

The FAFSA can be completed after January 1st.  You should have the following information ready when you apply:

· Your Social Security number and your parents’ Social Security numbers, if parent information is required.

· Your driver’s license number, if you have one.

· Federal tax information or tax returns, including W2 information, for yourself, your spouse if you are married, and for your parents if you are providing parent information.

2) NEXT, APPLY FOR THE MINNESOTA INDIAN SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM!  **Online Application is recommended and available on the website!**
